On a daily basis, tribal courts are the entities that exercise a tribe’s sovereign authority 
through interpretation and enforcement of tribal law.  These matters affect tribal 
community members, court users, outside parties, and also impact the understanding of 
tribal law throughout Indian Country.  It is critical that Tribes continue to develop tribal 
courts that expressly and fairly address the important matters decided by these judicial 
systems.

Building blocks 
for constructing tribal law and courts as an exercise of tribal sovereignty will be discussed, 
along with specific areas of development that must be implemented to obtain internal 
and external respect as legitimate governance.
